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CULTURAL HERITAGE, HISTORY, LEGENDS — FOR THE DEVELOPMENT OF
CULTURAL AND SUSTAINABLE TOURISM

Abstract

Cultural heritage, history, legends are the important combination that creates a single vision for
the development of sustainable cultural tourism in modern conditions.

There are many factors contributing to sustainable tourism, among them are the destinations of
cultural heritage, history, legends, which nurtures and gives an emotional charge along with the
spectacular to the perspective of tourism development.

From this point of view, we want to touch upon the cultural heritage of Dedoplistskaro, such as
Khornbuiji Castle, the history of its origin and the historical realities that took place there in the
second half of the thirteenth century. Also, the legend related to these stories, which in turn gives
a completely different meaning to the mentioned monument and creates an interesting basis for
the development of cultural tourism as a product of future cultural tourism.

There is an interesting juxtaposition between the legend and the official history, the main reason
for the conflict is more interesting and also the real picture, a good way to get the artists interested
and give visual weight to the story. The life and work of several historical figures are presented here:
Davit Ulu, Jigda-Khatun, Mestumre Jikuri, Torgva Pankeli. All of them are in the center of attention
of historians, writers and public speakers, i.e., oral historians and are evaluated in different ways.
Thus, there is an undeniably interesting cultural heritage with its legend and history, which fits
well with the concept of cultural tourism and the development of sustainable tourism in general.
Maybe this example will lay the foundation for such a direction in tourism, which will affect other
monuments and will add more fun and visual load.

Cultural heritage, history, legends are an important combination that creates a unified vision for the
development of sustainable cultural tourism in modern conditions.

Cultural tourism includes all areas of tourism related to the promotion of the nation’s history, culture,
ethnography, material and social heritage. According to the conclusion of international tourism experts,
cultural tourism occupies one of the main places in terms of the development of tourism in Georgia. For
the peoples of the world to exist, they need to reveal their creative powers and pass on the traces of
their history through the centuries. Cultural heritage is the tool that ensures the achievement of this goal,
combining what is past, present and future, is the basis of development.!

The origin and development of cultural and educational tourism are inextricably linked to the history
of the origin of the understanding of cultural values, the recognition of the need for their systematization
and the development of protection rules. There are trends around the world to revisit nature and cultural
heritage associated with the global processes of creating a common information space. The trend is to
shift cultural heritage from the predominantly decorative element of social life to the core value of modern

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civilization. Monuments of nature, history and culture play an important role in the cultural and natural
heritage of the world. They support the natural and cultural diversity of the planet and make a significant
contribution to the sustainable development of the country and of human civilization as a whole.*?

The contributing factors of sustainable tourism are many, including directions of cultural heritage,
history, legends, which nourish and, along with the spectacular, give an emotional charge to the perspective
of tourism development.

All of the above may well be packaged and presented as a tourism product, which should definitely
have an impact on the development of the local market in the form of employment and product sales.

In this regard, we want to touch on the cultural heritage of Dedoplistskaro, such as Khornbuji Castle.
It is related to the historical past of our country and also gives us an interesting opportunity to use its
narrative, both for the development of modern cultural tourism and for the encouragement of the local
economy. Khornabuji Fortress, the history of its origin and the historical realities unfolding there in the
second half of the thirteenth century are useful in this respect. There is also a legend related to this news,
which in turn gives a completely different load to the mentioned monument and creates an interesting
basis for the development of cultural tourism as a product of cultural tourism’s future.

People’s memory is the only archive of folk art. Every folklore contains a lot of interesting information
about the historical memory of the nation, be it an epic legend, legend, poem, fairy tale, song or any other
folk genre. Also, a legend — one of the oldest genres of folk speech, predominantly realistic story about a
dead story, sometimes based on a fictional story, found in both prose and verse or mixed form. Prose is
associated with transmission and legend. Most of the legends in Georgian folklore are historical. Both the
legend and the epic are part of the folk memory; therefore, it has the right to exist because it expresses a
story told by the people, the content of which may be completely contradictory rather than a historically
substantiated story.

In the era of innovation, cultural tourism does not lose its relevance, today, using the digital industry,
many monuments or places have become a source of unforgettable impressions. Digital technologies
have made the tourism industry much more exciting and diverse for visitors. There are many examples in
the world of how different places were able to acquire new life after digitization (digitization). While the
world examples are quite interesting, the example of Georgia should show how a seemingly ordinary place
can be interesting and unforgettable for locals and tourists, as well as an important resource in terms of
education.

Nikoloz Baratashvili Memorial House-Museum was restored in Georgia using digital technologies.
Baratashvili’s hologram is presented in the museum through new technologies, which reads various
poems, as well as poems, the most important details of his life are presented through audio guide and
installations. | propose to make such a museum in close cooperation with the Cultural Heritage Agency of
the Agency for Protected Areas, in order to digitize the historical reality of Khornabuji (as well as Pankisi,
the same Torghva Fortress) and its associated heritage, which will increase the awareness of intangible
cultural heritage.This can be reflected in the development of the tourism industry and private business by
producing a variety of products not only in the Dedoplistskaro district, but also in the Akhmeta district,
where the two cultural heritage sites — Khornabuji and Torghva Fortress — are located

Khornabuiji is located in Dedoplistskaro municipality, several tens of kilometers from the city. It is one
of the oldest and most beautiful fortress-cities of Georgia. The main citadel of the castle itself is built on an
inaccessible rock. From here, beautiful views of the Alazani Valley. Archaeological excavations confirm the
existence of a settlement in this area, still in pre-Christian times, BC. In IV-IIl centuries. The development
of the city of Khornabuji begins in the 5th century and is associated with the name of Vakhtang Gorgasali.
He also established an episcopal Church here, and bequeathed the city to his son, Dachi Ujarmel. The
castle-town was located on a trade route. From the VI century it belonged to the Eristavi of Kartli, and

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from the VIII century — to the Hereti principality. From the Xl century it was the residence of the feudal
family — Makhatlisdze and the center of the united Georgia on the border. In the XII century, during the
reign of Queen Tamar, the city is still experiencing great prosperity, which is why the castle is still called
Castle of Tamar.

After the devastating invasion of Beka Khan in the 13th century, city life here was disrupted and never
renewed. However, Khornabuji Fortress has not lost its fortification function. In the XV century it was
renewed by Alexander the Great, and later in the XVII century it was the residence of Peikar Khan and in
1625 Giorgi Saakadze returned it to Georgia. Currently, there are wall fortifications, tunnels, reservoirs,
numerous passage corridors and stairs. In 1837 the Russian poet Mikhail Lermontov h saw and painted the
castle of Khornabuji . During his stay in Georgia, Khornbuji was visited by the great French writer Alexandre
Dumas.The citadel perched on a high cliff still makes a great impression on the visitor.?

Khornabuiji is the beauty of one of the parts of Kakheti — Kizikhi. Stefane Menteshashvili has given an
excellent ethnographic description of Kiziki, and along with the legends, the ethnographic direction is also
very important for the development of sustainable tourism and for considering the peculiarities of Kizikhi.
Kizikhi has small yards, because the population is grouped in one place, “tied like a ball”, which is due to the
fact that due to the frequent hostility, it is considered to take care of the defense. In rare cases, they even
had adult yards, the size of a log or a half log. This was due to the fact that this or that household owned
the share of a severed cousin. According to Stefane Menteshashvili, the Kizikeli farm was specialized. The
peasant kept sheep in one place in his order (nomadism), cattle in another place on another way, farming
“elsewhere as a different breed”, viticulture elsewhere on other kind, and horticulture in other conditions.
The village, as mentioned, is completely separate. One family ran all the farms listed above and had a
separate family member for each case, sometimes hiring a few shepherds and not infrequently.

In the past, Kizikhi used to have mostly houses with large balconies- Bany (also called the exhausted
house), what’s internal device was as follows: the old houses had basement storage compartments in the
walls, luggage storage compartments, special boxes — to set up a box, arks, dish storage cabinets, storage
of consumables. In the old days the shelves also had curtains draped down, only late did they start making
doors for it.

Historically, the food culture of the Georgian people was different, including Kizikhi, where the following
plants were used for eating: Khachichora mkhali, Shavchokha, Poppy mkhali, Tsotsnara mkhali, Nettle,
Nettle mother, Natsarkatama, Boloka mkhali, Gholo, Balba, Danduri, Chicken stomach. In Kakheti, in the
old days, they used to eat such dishes as “Shvindis Shechamandi”, “Khirkhito”, “Zghmartli Shechamandi”,
“Tkhlis Shechamandi”, “Khashi Makhukhi”.?

Thus, ethnographic data also gives us rich material to have an idea of the living environment of
Khornabuji Fortress and historical Kizikhi in general. Therefore, the development of ethnographic tourism,
which will add more value to the area, Kizikhi, and make it diverse and original in terms of tourism.

In the thirteenth century, in the 40s and 50s, a famous controversy took place at the court of Lasha-
Giorgi’s son, Davit Ulu, which was followed by the assessments of historians and at the same time
reflected in the legend. This legend is also generally called the revenge of Jigdakhatun. The content of the
legend and the official version we are talking about are different. According to the legend and according
to some sources, the Mongolian queen of Georgia-Jigda-khatun (wife of David Ulu) traced by her servant
— Mestumre Jikuri the Torghva Castle Eristavi — Torghva Pankeli. He was a Georgian feudal lord, governor of

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Kakheti in the 1940s, a participant in the Kokhtastavi conspiracy. Kokhtastavi Conspiracy — the agreement
of the Georgian nobles against the Mongol domination took place around 1245 in Javakheti. Egarslan
Bakurtsikheli, Tsotne Dadiani, Varam Gageli, Kvarkvare Jakeli, Shota Kupri, Torghva Pankeli, Gamrekel
Toreli, Sargis Tmogveli and others participated.?®

Pavle Ingorokva claims that Shota Rustaveli was a participant in the Kokhtastavi conspiracy. He was not
only a glorious poet, but also a great national, public figure. And at the time when Georgia no longer has a
king, Shota Rustaveli becomes the leader of the nation. In such an environment is Torghva Pankeli during
the conquest of Kokhtastavi and subsequently charged him with treason.

Before leaving for the Horde of Bato-Kaen, David VII surrendered Kakheti to the Torghva Pankeli and
obeyed Queen Jigda-Khatun and the Mestumre Jikuri. Since David was late, Torghva Pankel thought that
he would not return, abandoned him and wanted to take over Kakheti. After the return of David VII, the
frightened Torghva Pankel did not dare to come to the king. He was sworn in and promised safety, but was
then thrown off a cliff by order of the Jikuri.?® This is the official version.

David Ulu’s first wife was the daughter of the Mongol Noin — Jigda-Khatun, who was probably brought
to him during his stay in the Great Horde when he went there to be confirmed as king.

David Lasha went to the north with great gifts. In the palace he left his wife, Queen Jigda-Khatun, and
the Mestumre — Jikuri, that is, he handed over the country to them. Davit Narin — Davit Ulus’s cousin and
co-ruler, by this time he had already moved to Kutaisi and controlled western Georgia.

The Mestumre Jikuri was a very talented and loyal person of the king. He established such order in the
kingdom that it turns out that there were no more thieves and robbers and, if they appeared anywhere,
they hung on poles. At the king’s court, the name of the Mestumre (Mestumretukhutsesi), or position,
was not a vizier, or one of the highest names. In modern language, the Mestumre was not a member of
the government, he was considered one of the assistants to Vizier Mandaturtukhutsesi. The duties of
a Mestumre included receiving foreign ambassadors to the palace, traveling, and more. The chronicler
calls Jikuri “Mestumre”. Probably, Jikuri was the Mestumre of the elder, that is, the head of the other
Mestumre’s . It seems that Jikuri was not a nobleman, but he approached the king and, in fact, handed
over the rights of the house elder to him and the first vizier, because he ruled both the palace and the
kingdom. But, as a rule, the king, in case of departure from the country, Mtsignobartukhutsesi had to hand
over the kingdom. The Mestumre Jikuri was very helpful to the impoverished population of the country
and was also popular among the common people. Queen Jigda was also a very energetic woman and
actively interfered in the management of the country. In general, the Mongols attached great importance
to women’s advice, and queens often ruled the kingdom as regents — from the death of Cain until the
election of a new Cain or the military departure of Cain.

At that time, by order of the Queen, Jikuri built a new palace in Isani. He also subjugated and subjugated
the animals — this means submission to the state: representatives from all parts of the country were
obliged to pay taxes and participate in all spheres of life, especially since the kingdom was forced to pay
tribute to the Mongols and send Georgian troops to their army.

Kakheti handed over
the young Torghva Pankeli and ordered him to obey the queen’s orders.

David Lasha went to Bato. Bato Kaen received with great honor and did what our king asked him to do.
David Ulu had been in the Horde for a good long time. Thorghva thought that the king would not return

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and fortified himself in the Pankisi fortress, which was later called «Torghva fortress»; Occupied Kakheti
and no longer obeyed the queen and Mestumre Jikuri. The reason for the disobedience is unknown,
he may not have been able to stand the command of the low-ranking Jikuri. There is another version:
According to legend, Jigda-Khatun liked the young Torghva, but Pankeli could not stand the betrayal
and insult of the king and therefore did not obey Jigda and Jikuri. It was also said, that Jigda loved Jikuri
and that was why he was promoted. These are legends, more — assumptions, and the chronicler tells us
only about Torghva’s disobedience and Jikuri’s talent in ruling the state, as well as Jikur’s loyalty to the
king and sympathy for Jikuri by ordinary people, the poor and the widows and orphans. In the 1940s,
large-scale construction work on the Pankisi Fortress was carried out by Pankisi Eristavi Torghva (Torghva)
Pankeli. He was a participant in the anti-Mongol conspiracy of Kokhtastavi. During the stay of King David
VIl Ulu in the Horde, Torghva strengthened his separatist positions, declared himself the full governor of
Kakheti, and fortified himself in the Pankisi prison. Even in the conditions of the king’s return he continued
to disobey, not to attack him, and to fortify the castle even more. So, he was released from prison and
given life. It seems that Torghva had a great influence in the mountains of Eastern Georgia and he was
really a family of Dzaganisdzes. The name Torghva (Torghva Dzagani) is preserved in legends or folk tales.
The rise of this branch again during the Mongol period, and its rise to the rank of punk nobility, should not
be a great strangeness either. However, due to the scarcity of sources, it is difficult to judge Torga Pankel’s
personality and his legacy. The fact is, Pankisi Castle was fortified and maintained great importance during
his reign. In addition to this fort specifically, the name Torghva is also associated with other bastions and
toponyms in the region.’

Priest Dimitri Janashvili focuses on the revenge of Jigda-Khatuni in his work in the 1920s: “After that,
the fate and misfortune of Georgia are in the hands of women. Kings are turned around as they want.
They also motivated Mongol women by their example. Here is Jigdakhatun what she is doing, after the
division of the kingdom into two, the king went with his troops to Cain: because so called. He handed over
the board of the kingdom to his wife and the first vizier Jikuri. This man was very loyal to the king and
well the ruler of the country. In his time the thief and the robber were not found in the kingdom, says the
Chronicle. He also built the “Isan Palace” for the king, because the kingdom had a large income from his
“Jikuri lessons”. But even this man could not escape the influence of the woman. By the order of Jigda-
Khatun, he captured the chief Torghva on the other side of Kakheti, broke his oath, took him to a rock and
threw him on a rock at the notice of a king. The queen plays the king as tongues.?®

The interesting relationship between the legend and the official history, the more interesting the main
cause of the controversy and also the example, is a good way to get the artists interested and give a visual
load to the story. The lives and works of several historical figures are spread here: David Ulu, Jigda-Khatun,
Mestumre Jikuri, Torghva Pankeli. All of them are the focus of historians, writers and folk speakers, or oral
historians, and are evaluated differently.

Thus, the face is undoubtedly of interesting cultural heritage with its legend and history, which blends
well with the concept of cultural tourism development and sustainable tourism in general. Perhaps this
example will lay the groundwork for such a direction in tourism, which will be reflected in other monuments
and will add more fun and visual load.

Abstract

The purpose of this article is to determine the effectiveness of US-Georgia defense and security
cooperation within the framework of the Strategic Partnership Charter of US-Georgia in 2009-2013.
The study will discuss the basic principles of the military cooperation between the two countries,
as well as the basic concept of the charter, where we will try to investigate the effectiveness of
the cooperation between the USA and Georgia in terms of defense and security and the measures
that contributed to the deepening and strengthening of the military cooperation between the USA
and Georgia in the target period. It is worth noting that within the framework of strategic mutual
cooperation, the USA and Georgia have expanded cooperation programs in the fields of defense
and security. The aforementioned programs included adapting Georgian military units to NATO
standards, increasing Georgia’s involvement in international peacekeeping operations, and other
important issues. Based on internet publications, monographs and articles, it’s intended to be
discussed one more important issue, which is very relevant for the war-torn country — what were
the measures the United States has taken for Georgia in terms of post-war reconstruction and
financial stability. The article uses the methodology of comparison and analysis, which will allow
us to determine the effectiveness of the reform implemented within the framework of the Charter
in strengthening the defense and security sector of Georgia.

Introduction

From the early period of the US-Georgia cooperation, the desire of the United States to provide
constant support to Georgia in both the diplomatic and military fields was mainly caused by Georgia’s
strong will to carry out reforms. Ever since 1992, when the official Washington established diplomatic
relations with Georgia as an independent state, it provided significant political and economic support.
Taking into account common values and interests with Georgia, the United States gradually became an
important partner country supporting Georgia’s territorial integrity and Euro-Atlantic integration in the
international arena.

It should be noticed, that since the 90s, from the beginning of the presidency of George Bush Jr., when
diplomatic relations between these two countries were established, and then continued with President Bill
Clinton, Georgia gained significant foreign political recognition in the world community, the best example
of which was the visit of the 43rd President of the USA, George W. Bush Jr. to Georgia in 2005. The visit, on
the other hand, had great political significance for the Georgian people, which could be said to be a proof
of unprecedented support for the country’s accession to the Euro-Atlantic organizations.

The political and military support of the United States increased significantly from year to year, which
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was followed by the constant dissatisfaction of the Russian Federation. This extremely tense relationship
reached its peak in August 2008, when Russia invaded Georgia and the ideological-political tension
between Georgia and Russia was ended by the Russian intervention.

| think the Russian aggression was the first sign and an important message to the democratic and
civilized world (even more so in the light of the current geopolitical situation and the Russia-Ukraine war)
thatin the given reality the pro-democratic course of the independent, post-soviet states was unacceptable
for Russia.

For official Washington, the Russian intervention in Georgia was an important ideological and strategic
blow as American analysts estimate [Bix, 2008]', and in the given force majeure situation, an action plan
was developed, as well as a strategic partnership charter was signed with Georgia to reduce the risks of
such aggressive steps in the future, which is the main focus of my research and | will try to provide more
details of analyze about below.

The birth of the Charter on Strategic Partnership between US-Georgia

In the introductory part of my research, | briefly mentioned the Russian intervention in Georgia, which
brought tragic results to the country both in terms of human resources and economy, not to mention
the attempt to overthrow the state institutions, which the aggressor initially intended to achieve. As a
result of the Russian aggression of August 2008, on January 9, 2009, in Washington, DC, at the initiative of
President George Bush, the United States of America-Georgia Charter on Strategic Partnership was signed.

Some of the experts in the field of politics, as well as the majority of the civil society, believe that
the mentioned charter signed under the administration of George Bush Jr. on the strategic partnership
between the USA and Georgia is one of the most important military-political documents in terms of
defense and security cooperation between the two countries. | think that in response to the crisis created
by the August 2008 war, the United States chose the right approach to avoid the real threat of losing
the country’s sovereignty, which would be an absolute disaster for the functioning of state institutions
[Mitchell and Cooley, 2010].

Despite the fact that on January 20, 2009, Democrat Barack Hussein Obama took the Oval Office in the
White House, before that, the most important document was signed in the 30-year history of diplomatic
relations between Georgia and the United States. The 8-year rule of the Republicans ended with an
important political decision for Georgia [Mitchell and Cooley, 2010],

In essence, the mentioned document was a response to Russia’s actions against Georgia. The following
aspects of cooperation were written in the charter:

1. Democracy and governance;

2. Defense and security;

3. People-to-people relations and cultural exchanges;
4. Economy, trade and energy.

As we can see, the Charter represents the most important framework for relations in the direction
of expanding cooperation in the fields of security and defense, economy and trade, energy, culture and
education, and strengthening democratic institutions and deepening relations between peoples, based
on the principles of strategic cooperation between the two states to support sovereignty, independence,
territorial integrity, inviolability of borders, to strengthen democracy and stability of Georgia [Ministry of
Foreign Affairs of Georgia, 2008].

It is worth noting that during the research period of my article, within the framework of the US-Georgia
strategic partnership charter, four meetings of working groups on security, democracy, people-to-people

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relations and economic-energy issues have already been held [Ministry of Foreign Affairs of Georgia, 2008].

The Charter on Strategic Cooperation had and has great political significance. This was the first
official document between the United States and Georgia, which announced coordinated, time-bound,
joint activities between the two countries, which, in turn, focused on Georgia’s defense and security,
democracy and governance, people-to-people relations, cultural exchanges, economy, trade and It meant
modernization and strengthening in the fields of energy. The foregoing strategic document created the
whole format of bilateral meetings, where the future directions of cooperation should have been regularly
discussed [Mitchell and Cooley, 2010].

The fact that the charter was signed by the outgoing Bush administration is also significant, and there
were some doubts as to how comfortable the future administration would feel based on the said charter,
but as explained in the administration’s press service, all this was agreed with the administration of
Democrat Barack Obama. Of course, there was a theoretical risk that the aforementioned charter would
find little realization in the hands of a democratic ruler within the limits of its resources (which actually
happened), but work was still underway in the direction of the various agencies outlined in it [Institute for
War and Peace Reporting, 2008].

Even before the signing of the charter, in particular, 2008 Bucharest NATO summit was successfully
completed for Georgia, where the country’s progress was confirmed once again, taking into account
reforms and progress, and it was planned for Georgia to develop specific mechanisms for joining NATO. The
administration of the United States could not hide its admiration for the report of international financial
institutions about Georgia, according to which the country occupied important positions among several
states in the region. In fact, the country was getting rid of the term post-Soviet cliché very soon, and it was
assisted by the United States and the Some European countries offered significant support.

Under the new US administration, not much has changed politically for the better, unfortunately.
Despite the fact that the Obama administration demanded from Russia the implementation of the
ceasefire agreement of August 12, 2008, statements remained statements and bilateral relations took on
a very formal character.

Although the states dynamically continued to support Georgia at the international official level, one
of the manifestations of this was probably the unanimous adoption of the resolution supporting the
territorial integrity and sovereignty of Georgia by the Senate in 2010

[Archive of the Ministry of Defense of Georgia].

Cooperation within the framework of the Partnership Charter in the fields of defense and security in
2009-2014

As | mentioned in the previous chapter, there were risks that the partnership charter developed and
signed under the outgoing Republican administration would not be at least as effective as it was conceived
by the Republicans and would be less likely to be implemented in the following years under the Democratic
administration. The election of a Democratic president has somewhat justified the aforementioned risks
and doubts, as the change in administration has indeed rearranged both domestic and foreign policy
priorities of the US. All the more so when the newly elected US Democratic President Barack Hussein
Obama announced the implementation of a “reset policy” with Russia a year after taking office, which, as
the following years have shown, was nothing more than a compromise on the path of Russian imperialist
intentions. The mentioned serious challenge, | think, was not only for Georgia, but also for some Eastern
European democracies, for whom the United States would be thought of as a force defending democracy
in the wake of an ideological or hybrid war against Russia. Since the policy of Obama’s withdrawal and the
unfortunate consequences caused by this policy are not the main topic of our article, we can return to the
process of implementing the charter from 2010.

Despite the mentioned challenge, it must be said that the implementation of the Charter continued
with slow movement and inertia.
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Since March 2010, Georgianinfantry battalions have been participating in the ongoing ISAF (International
Security Assistance Force) operation in Afghanistan as part of the United States Marine Corps contingent.
Through the GDP-ISAF program, more than 11,000 Georgian military personnel have undergone pre-launch
training since 2010. In addition, it is worth noting the military education programs, the assistance of the
US advisory group, the evaluative visits of the American expert groups, etc. Since 2010, more and more
Georgians have been enrolled in the educational centers of the United States through military exchange
programs, for example, several hundred servicemen were trained within the framework of the SSOP, and
as a result, the number of Georgian servicemen in Iraq reached 2,000.

Similarly, during this period, Georgia had up to 15,000 military personnel trained by American military
programs and with combat experience, which was an unprecedentedly large number for Georgia [Archive
of the Ministry of Defense of Georgial.

If we take into account the fact that almost 85% of the Georgian soldiers who benefited from the
programs took part in the peacekeeping mission in Afghanistan, we had a military sector with great combat
experience in the region, and not only in the region. To date, the mentioned programs are financed and
implemented by the US side, which aims to increase Georgia’s defense capabilities, stimulate military
reforms and raise the level of professional military education.

In 2009-2012, 3 plenary sessions and 23 meetings were held within the framework of the Charter on
Strategic Partnership, including in the field of defense and security. [Archive of the Ministry of Defense of
Georgia].

In 2012, at the plenary session of the Charter on Strategic Partnership held in the city of Batumi,
which was attended by the US Secretary of State Hillary Clinton, who confirmed the support of the US,
openly supported the peaceful initiatives to resolve the conflicts in the territories of Georgia occupied by
the Russians, and the need to purchase specific defense systems for Georgia [Archive of the Ministry of
Foreign Affairs of Georgia].

It can be said that despite Georgia’s internal political challenges, Georgia is recognized by the democratic
part of the world as a leader in the region, which confirms the effective cooperation between the USA and
Georgia. Georgian-American relations are still developing. Thanks to the Strategic Partnership Charter, the
US-Georgia have set a future course of joint value-based cooperation and are faithfully leading their duties
to this day.

Despite the change of governments in both of the States and the unstable world order, both countries
create peaceful and stable conditions for development, which is the most important prerequisite for
building a democratic society and state.

It should also be noted that the following political steps were taken within the framework of the Charter:

e Completion of the 2010-2014 defense strategic review document. Publication of a new national
military strategy;

e Implementation of the main initiatives of the military personnel management system;

e Structural reorganization of the Georgian Armed Forces.

Progress was also made in professional military education, in particular:
e Development of the National Defense Academy, which also includes the undergraduate program
for officers.
e Establishing a simulation training center of Georgia.
e Development of the Georgian command and staff training course.
[Archive of the Ministry of Foreign Affairs of Georgia].

In the same period, another important direction of cooperation with the USA emerged — the USA’s
supportin the operations carried out under the auspices of NATO, in particular, in the fall of 2009, Georgia’s
transfer program — International Security Support Forces (GDP-ISAF) was established. In 2014, the program
was replaced by the Georgian Redemption Program — Resolute Support Mission (GDP-RSM) [Archive of the
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Ministry of Defense of Georgial.

Recently, the Georgian side has participated in NATO’s Resolute Support Mission (RSM) with 870
military personnel. Georgia has been one of the largest and number per capita contributors to the Resolute
Support mission.

United States support for Georgia’s NATO accession in 2009-2014

Based on the fact that the main issue of my article within the framework of the Charter on Strategic
Partnershipis cooperationin the field of defense and security, we can openly talk about the way of successful
implementation of the obligations undertaken by Georgia to NATO in relation to the US assistance, which
can also be derived from the needs of the Charter. For example, on August 19, 2008, at the extraordinary
meeting of the foreign ministers of NATO member states, the alliance decided to establish the NATO-
Georgia Commission (NGC), and the memorandum of understanding was signed on September 15, 2008,
during the first official visit of the North Atlantic Council (NAC) to Georgia.

It should also be noted that the foreign ministers of NATO member states decided that Georgia would
start implementing the annual national program (ANP) within the framework of the NATO-Georgia
commission, which was a great political message against the background of the geopolitical reality at that
time. On December 7, 2011, a meeting of foreign ministers of the alliance member states was held at the
NATO headquarters (Brussels), within the framework of which Georgia was formally mentioned as an
aspirant state, together with Montenegro, Bosnia and Herzegovina and the former Yugoslav Republic of
Macedonia [Archive of the Ministry of Defense of Georgia].

In addition to that, in 2013, the US and Georgia agreed to further enhance interoperability with NATO by
deploying one infantry company of the Georgian Defense Forces to the NATO Response Force (NRF). Since
2013, the US has been providing assistance to the Georgian Defense Forces in the process of preparing
for participation in the NATO Response Force. At the Wales summit of NATO in 2014, the member states
of the alliance recognized Georgia as one of the most interoperable partners and together with four other
countries (Australia, Jordan, Finland, Sweden) became the “Enhanced Opportunity Partners” (EOP). The
status was granted, which implies receiving expanded opportunities for cooperation with NATO.

According to the decision of the member states of the alliance, Georgia received the Substantial NATO-
Georgia Package (SNGP) within the framework of NATO’s Defense Capacity Building Initiative (DCB) at the
Wales Summit in 2014, the main goal of which is to strengthen Georgia’s defense capabilities and increase
interoperability with NATO. and facilitating the process of joining NATO [Archive of the Ministry of Defense
of Georgia).

Furthermore, it should also be noted the NATO-Georgia Essential Package (SNGP), whose position as
the deputy of the core group has an expert who is responsible for the coordination and monitoring of
the implementation of the initiatives defined within the package. In addition, the USA is the lead country
of the logistics initiative, which supported the implementation of the said initiative with an experienced
expert.

Conclusion

It can be said that today the Georgian-American relations are still developing and the Charter of
Strategic Partnership still has great resources to add even more large-scale and multi-sectoral content
to the cooperation between the two countries. As a conclusion, | can say that thanks to the strategic
partnership charter, the US-Georgia set a future plan for joint, value-based cooperation, and they are
faithfully leading their duties to this day. Despite the change of governments and the unstable world
order, both countries create peaceful and stable conditions for development, which is the most important
prerequisite for building a democratic society and state.
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Great efforts of the United States as strategic partner in terms of unwavering support for the territorial
integrity and sovereignty of Georgia should be highlighted.

Despite some political challenges that took place during the research period of my article, which
resulted from the change of the US administration, the relations between Georgia and the US were at one
of the most active stages of their development, and even today, the United States is actively involved in
Georgia’s NATO in the process of joining.

Nowadays, Georgian-American relations can be described to be developing dynamically. The close
partnership between the parties is truly strategic in nature.

The strategic importance of Georgia is well understood in Washington; our country is a leader in the
region with democratic governance. The main base of the US in the region is Georgia, and thus, to move
to the next stage of US-Georgia bilateral relations, the main task should be to provide defensive weapons
and security guarantees.

And finally, | believe that my goal of analyzing US-Georgia cooperation within the framework of the
Charter of Partnership in 2009-2014 has been achieved. By signing the Charter on Strategic Partnership,
a platform was truly created, which, on the one hand, helps various state directions to develop at the
expense of numerous programs or projects with favorable conditions, and, on the other hand, protects
already established democratic institutions in order to create a sustainable basis for the functioning of a
progressive-minded society and democratic state institutions.
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CREATING A SYSTEMIC MODEL OF AGROTOURISM AND THE ECONOMIC
MECHANISM OF ITS MANAGEMENT

Agro tourism is Georgia has been rather late in functioning. If we take into view demands and
motivation of new world’s discipline and lasting globalization processes, development of agro-
tourism is already epoch demand, which should strengthen country’s economical resources
repaying use and improvement of social conditions.

Agro tourism development demands working out of suitable economical mechanism and
institutional system, which should provide its perfect management and regulation. It means to
create flexible economical and legislative base and to work out suitable norms.

It will be necessary to make regional map of agro-tourism, which can become basement for
realization and provision of marketing motivations. Such map without any doubt is innovation in
the whole system of foreign-economical relations.

The aim of research of agro tourism having great, perspective and state importance should be
to define possibilities and area in development of agro-tourism with consideration of its zonal—
differentional peculiarities, to create its systemic model, to work out economical mechanism for its
management and regulation; and to prove optimal levels of its repaying.

In the article there is given concrete tasks for solving this problem.

Georgia is characterized by very diverse natural and economic conditions, which have a special impact
on the development of agriculture, its specialization, displacement, production trends and scales.

These characteristics are noticeably, sometimes radically different depending on the individual zone
and microzone, which requires a completely specific attitude from the point of view of the management
system.

In this common system, the role and opportunities of tourism are gradually emerging and will be
significantly increased in the near future.

In relation to agriculture, a specific, modern model and a progressive form of vision of the future is
being formed by the creation of agrotourism profile formations and functioning based on customized
management.

It can be said that Georgia’s performance of this outstanding function was quite late, and if we take
into account the requirements and motivations of the new world order and the irreversible process of
globalization, the systematic development of the field of agro-tourism is the need of the hour and it should
strengthen and strengthen the country’s economic potential, promote local, unique, To use natural and
economic resources with maximum return and to improve social conditions.

The importance, supporting circumstances, necessity and prerequisites for the development of
agrotourism are confirmed by the fact that the signs of the agricultural culture of Georgia were reflected in
the mythological and ethnographic documents, which are revealed in the customs and traditions related
to this field, in religious rituals.
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It should also be noted that Georgia is a region of world importance in terms of the specifics of
agriculture. It is known all over the world that Georgia is one of the homelands and cradles of wheat and
grapes.

It is very noteworthy and worth mentioning that in Georgia, Khevsuri cow, Tushuri sheep, Meguri goat,
Kakhuri mountain-forestry nomadic pig, Georgian gray, long-nosed bee and others are considered to be
achievements of folk selection.

All this will be of great interest to tourists and will become a source of new technologies (including
selection) for them.

An extremely noteworthy and characteristic factor for the development of agrotourism is that Georgia
has 25,000 rivers, 860 lakes, 688 glaciers, 1,400 mineral springs (including more than half of hot springs);
Forests occupy 38.8% of the entire territory, the length of the Black Sea coastline is 320 kilometers; 54%
of the territory is occupied by mountains, 33% by foothills.!

The diverse, contrasting nature of Georgia, with the richest flora and fauna, large hunting and fishing
space, greatness and uniqueness of the forest fund, mountain and ski tracks, as well as rich historical,
church-architectural ensembles, is almost invaluable for the development of agrotourism.

Tourists will be greatly interested and surprised by the fact that the original folk crafts are still preserved
and followed in the mountain villages — making various clay dishes and ceramic products, spinning things
from wood, sewing Svan, Tushur and Kakhuri hats, making unique souvenirs (in the mountain villages
and coastal areas), Making easel-artistic and embossing products and others. Tourists will pay attention
to the local technology of soil cultivation and cultivation of agricultural crops, the rules of processing of
agricultural raw materials (making of Churchkheli, Felamushi, Tglapi, Chiri, Tkemli sauce and others).

The creator of the Georgian image of agrotourism will be the form that tourists will live in the houses
of peasants (farmers) — as in original mini-tourist hotels, disconnect from the stresses of the civilized world
and get involved in the atmosphere of peasant life, which includes cultivation of homestead plots, activities
in vegetable gardens, fields, Joint activities and entertainment in meadows, floodplains and forest strip,
scouting life, gathering mushrooms in forest edges, collecting raspberry, blueberry, schwindi, blackberry,
panti, sedge martli, asquili, unabi, pshat and other products of forest flora. Collection of medicinal herbs
and introduction to folk medicine will be interesting and of great practical importance.

Agro-tourists can expect tourist trips full of impressions in the vicinity of mini-tourist hotels, seeing
historical monuments, listening to church prayers and polyphonic chants, cooking original cuisine, village
night idylls under the starry, clear sky, dancing and games of village boys and girls in the moonlit evening.
And many other amazing travel adventures.

The development of agrotourism in Georgia has such great prospects that it undoubtedly requires the
creation of modern, future-oriented automated systems of management and regulation, with appropriate
information technologies and a database.?

The development of agrotourism requires the development of an appropriate economic mechanism
and institutional system, which should ensure its perfect management and regulation. This includes the
creation of an appropriate economic and legal base and the development of relevant norms.

It will be necessary to compile a regional atlas of agrotourism, which will be considered as the basis
for the realization and provision of marketing motivations. The creation of such an atlas is an undoubted
innovation in the general system of foreign economic relations.

The development of agrotourism in Georgia requires the solution of many other specific and strictly
targeted tasks, which in general should create a unified, centralized system and service of agrotourism, the

(financial levers and banking relations, monetary and credit relations, tax mechanism, prices and pricing,
foreign relations, labor relations and the labor market, improvement of innovative factors and regulation
of use).

An electronic visit project will be created and a mechanism for its management and regulation will be
developed.

The opportunities and prospects for the development of folk creative crafts in the general system
of agrotourism and the economic parameters of the functioning of auxiliary-coordinated structural
formations for this purpose are defined.

Strategic communications in the field of agrotourism and technical and economic parameters of its
deployment are determined.

The regional atlas of agrotourism will be developed.

It consists of a training and educational program for the training of personnel for agro-tourism and
raising the qualifications, which will be implemented in the scientific research institute of the agrarian
economy.?

A systematic data bank (base) of agrotourism and its information technology system will be created
at the state level.

The study and processing of all these issues is the duty of Georgian agricultural economists and
requires them to work hard and intensively, as a result of which Georgia’s already weighty geopolitical
function and role in the world community will increase. All this will be a constituent element of modern
world integration processes.

The tourism sector plays one of the important roles in the development of the Georgian economy.
This is especially important for solving the financial problems of small and developing countries such
as Georgia. The development of the tourism industry in terms of financial development contributes to
both income growth and the creation of jobs. And in the economic development of the country provides
foreign investment, sustainable policy development, the introduction of modern innovative environmental
technologies. which ultimately affects the economic well-being of society. Centuries ago, when there was
no name for economic growth from tourism, states benefited the most. After many years, the development
of the tourism sector has grown significantly and is the best condition for doing business in many countries.
The development of modern technologies greatly contributed to the change in the tourism market. For
some, holidays and travel are determined not by popular, but by exotic countries. True, Europe comes first,
but there is a great demand for eastern countries, including Georgia. The development of technologies has
brought great popularity to virtual tourism, because anyone can explore any country online.

Based on the above, tourism is the main source of income in many developed, developing and
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underdeveloped countries, the population is given the opportunity to engage in self-employment at
the local level, since they can turn the sale of tourist products and services into a source of income.
The National Tourism Administration conducts various activities to support the local population in the
successful work of the family business, as employment in the tourism sector creates both jobs and helps
to overcome poverty.

Currently, tourism is considered a priority in Georgia. In particular, visitors travel through the
landscape of protected areas and relax in national parks. Recreational tourism is especially important for
the part of the population that lives in nearby areas, as visitors are offered local products of their own
production, which is an incentive for both employment of the population (family hotels, transport) and
local (crafts, national cuisine) production. Based on this, we can conclude that the more tourist services
we offer visitors, the greater the throughput.

Georgia earned $3.2 billion in tourism in 2019, according to Georgia’s national tourism statistics for
2021. United States. dollars, which represented 8.4% of the country’s gross domestic product. This is a
positive event that will cover both the stagnation caused by the pandemic and the cash capital crisis. In
particular, in 2021, Georgia will pay UAH 1.88 million. received a visitor from another country, which is
7.7% more compared to previous data for 2020 (see chart N1 “Statistics of international travel”).

The above chart provides an analysis of the fact that Georgia has an international population of 1.88
million in 2021. The number of visitors visited, which is 1.7 million more than the previous year, and the
growth is 13.7%, and the number of tourist visits is 1.5 million people. The number of visits is 45% higher
than last year. Basically, 86.3% of visitors come from neighboring countries, while the figure of 49.5%
of visitors from Iran is especially high, which is associated with the abolition of the visa regime. Most
international travellers — 82% — arrived by land, 18% by air and 1% by rail. For visitors arriving by land, the
busiest border is Sarfi at 21%, followed by Sadallo at 19% and Red Bridge at 18%. As international tourists.
We can say that tourism in Georgia is at a qualitatively transitional stage and is switching to a new system,
since it is still an unknown country for travelers, which gradually increases the desire to visit the country
and makes it more interesting. In particular, it can offer visitors a diverse landscape of Georgia, picturesque
nature, a subtropical zone carved into the rocks of the city, historical monuments and other tourist zones.
Also, tourist visits from 2014 to 2019 were characterized by growth, and from 2020 to the present, there
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is a significant decrease in visitors both in international and domestic tourism, which is probably caused
by the dangers associated with the pandemic. For a country that is actively engaged in tourism, the main
income is. In 2021, tourism revenues increased by 40% compared to 2019. Georgia generated $1.2 billion
in revenue from international travelers in 2021, up 1.30 percent from 2020, according to the National
Tourism Administration. In addition, revenues from international travelers accounted for 38 percent of the
2019 figure. [National Tourism Administration 2021].

It is worth noting the circumstances when both the number of visitors and the income from them
increased from the tourism sector, especially before the pandemic. According to the World Tourism
Organization, Georgia is in 69th place out of 141 countries, and in terms of income, in 2017 it received
$2.7 billion in tourism income, and in 2021 the income will be 77.5%, decreased by and amounted to $98.3
million [World Tourism Organization 2018]. Georgia earned $1.2 billion in international travel in 2021,
according to the National Bank of Georgia. UNITED STATES. dollars, which is 130% higher than the 2020
rate and 62% lower than the 2019 rate. The situation, of course, is undesirable, but natural compared to
the pandemic period. (see chart N2 income from international travel).

It is important that the revenues received from tourism remain in the country, and for this it is
necessary to develop local production. The latest pace of lari strengthening is also directly dependent
on foreign inflows, but the country cannot fully take advantage of these inflows, since a certain part will
still flow out of the country. This is a challenge when a country is actually dependent on imports. Due to
the fact that tourism is an important source of currency inflows, the government wants to spend more
money on advertising and marketing services, as we see that both the number of visitors and the inflow of
currency are increasing. It is noteworthy that the growth rate of the number of visitors to protected areas
in 2021 by month [National Bank of Georgia 2021]. In particular, if 4805 Georgian and 749 foreign guests
visited the country in January, then in December the number of Georgian guests increased 1.5 times, and

As for wine tourism, this field is not as developed in the region as in Kakheti, although the potential

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here is in no way inferior to that of Kakheti. Even the fact that signs of the ancient wine culture and grape
pods (the oldest in the world — According to the old calendar 8000 years old) were found in the territory
of Kartli. The region is capable of performing various touristic and recreational functions — it is possible to
organize medical, family, hunting, fishing, sports, mountain-skiing, educational, short-term or long-term
vacations here.!

21 resorts operate in Shida Kartli, i.e. one fifth of the existing resorts in Georgia. Most of them are
climatic resorts, followed by mixed-function resorts, and finally — balneological type resorts. In addition
to the above, there are more than 30 resorts in the region, which can be turned into resorts in the future.

The country’s development prospects are highly dependent on the progress of the political settlement
between the Georgian government and the separatist regime of South Ossetia. As you know, the Russia-
Georgia war took place in August 2008, as a result of which the borders of the former South Ossetia
Autonomous District were actually restored and the Russian Federation recognized South Ossetia as an
independent state. This fact certainly has a negative impact on the tourism development of Shida Kartli,
because a significant part of the territory of Shida Kartli is occupied today and a large part of the cultural
monuments are on the side of the occupiers, while some of them are badly damaged as a result of the
war and need immediate restoration. In addition, there is still a threat of a resumption of hostilities, as
evidenced by the continuous militarization and military exercises of the separatists on the part of the
Russian Federation. Under the existing conditions, it will be quite difficult to develop tourist infrastructure
in Shida Kartli and revive international tourism, but in my opinion, as a result of a well-thought-out state
policy, all this is possible, which in turn will play an active role in solving the acute problems with the
separatists.?

The tourist potential of Shida Kartli is usually related to the abundance of cultural-historical and
religious monuments of the four municipalities in the area. According to the dynamics of the last year, the
flows of tourists and visitors in Shida Kartli region have increased significantly, which is a positive trend.
However, it should be noted that a large number of visitors to tourist facilities are different types of visitors
and not tourists.?

Among the factors leading to the increase in the number of tourists and visitors, it is worth noting
the measures to organize the infrastructure at the regional level, improving the criminal situation in the
country in general, advertising the country’s tourism potential in the world’s leading media, etc.

At the same time, it should be noted that there are factors hindering the development of tourism in
Shida Kartli region, namely:

v Not a single private tourist agency operates in Shida Kartli municipalities;

v" There is no tourist infrastructure;

v’ Tariffs set for viewing objects;

v Improper cleaning of tourist facilities.

In general, the region has quite a large tourism potential, however, it is necessary to find the right tourism
“niches” and develop and offer competitive tourism products. It is possible to develop medical tourism,
ecotourism, agrotourism, cultural-cognitive tourism, active and extreme tourism in the region.
the conclusion
As a result of the research conducted by us and the analysis of the material found, we can make the
following conclusions:
» Tourism can play an important role in improving the economic situation and raising the standard of
living in Shida Kartli, therefore a well-planned and comprehensive long-term action plan is needed,
which should be implemented under the strict supervision of the state.

After the implementation of all of the above, it will be possible to introduce and develop tourism,
both traditional and non-traditional, and new branches in Shida Kartli, because the region has all the
resources and conditions for this.

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TRENDS OF SUSTAINABLE TOURISM AND AIR TRANSPORT DEVELOPMENT
IN GEORGIA

Abstract

Air balloons and dirigibles, parachutes and hang-gliders, helicopters, and all types of aircraft
intended for passenger transport are widely used. The invention of these means, their
development, and consequently, their use for travel, essentially changed the style of tourism.
All of this contributed to the development of mass tourism, diversification of travel geography,
structural change of tourist flows, and the issue of reconstruction of its industry. As it is known,
in the world, in terms of passenger movement, e.g. for the purpose of tourism, air transport has
the highest specific share (more than 44%). This is primarily due to the fact that any distance can
be covered quickly and with minimal loss of time. Therefore, the purpose of our study was to
analyze the impact of dynamic changes in tourist and passenger transportation carried out by air
transport in Georgia over the last five years on the revenues of United Airports of Georgia LLC and,
accordingly, on their financial results.

For the purpose of tourism and travel in the world, the well-known means of air-passenger transport,
such as air balloons and dirigibles, parachutes and hang-gliders, helicopters, and all types of aircraft
intended for passenger transport are widely used. The invention of these means, their development, and
consequently, their use for travel, essentially changed the style of tourism. All of this contributed to the
development of mass tourism, diversification of travel geography, structural change of tourist flows, and
theissue of reconstruction of its industry. As it is known, in the world, in terms of passenger movement, e.g.
for the purpose of tourism, air transport has the highest specific share (more than 44%). This is primarily
due to the fact that any distance can be covered quickly and with minimal loss of time. Therefore, the
purpose of our study was to analyze the impact of dynamic changes in passenger transportation carried
out by air in Georgia over the last five years on the revenues of “United Airports of Georgia” LLC and,
accordingly, on its financial results. However, we should not forget the fact that Georgia is an

important transit country and with its geopolitical location represents a bridge between the Western
and Central Asian countries. This is a favorable condition for it to occupy an important position in the
development process of world civilization. As we know, Georgia has been involved in the modern economic
space for years and takes an active part in the completion and implementation of regional projects (project
TRACECA). Accordingly, in this case, too, the involvement in processes with a higher specific share of air
transport (currently 5% on average) will have great importance.

According to the information of the Georgia National Administration of Tourism and the Ministry of
Internal Affairs, the highest specific share of the passenger flow in our country in 2017-2019 and 2021
— more than 70% came from land transport, 20-25% — by air, 1-2%, by rail and 0 5-1% on types of sea
transport. And, as for the visits according to the types — “entertainment, rest, recreation” was characterized
with the highest specific share up to 40-65% over the years.
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As we know, air transportation of passengers from three international and two domestic airports in
Georgia is carried out by both foreign (on average 88% and more) and national (on average 12% and less)

airlines.

As can be seen from the data in the table, the dynamics of changes in the total number of passengers
and flights in the international airports of Georgia in 2018 compared to 2017 were characterized by both
a sharp growth trend and a decrease. As for the information in 2019 in relation to 2018, here the changes
were both positive and negative. In particular, the passenger flow at Thilisi International Airport decreased
by 18.55%, and the total number of flights decreased by 0.61%. It should also be noted that high dynamic
growth was observed in the airports of Mestia (throughput of 100 people/hour on average) and Ambrolauri

(throughput of 50 people/hour on average), therefore — 25.3% and 24.3%."2

The Covid-19 pandemic has hit the aviation industry particularly hard. In order to prevent the spread
of the disease, air traffic was restricted, which caused the sudden cancellation of tens of thousands of
flights worldwide and complicated the movement of passengers. Despite this, it was precisely air transport
that played one of the decisive roles in the effective management of the epidemic — repatriation flights,
provision of medical personnel, supplies, medicines, and, whenever possible, smooth cargo shipments.3

As we can see, the data in the first year of the pandemic had a sharp negative dynamic according to

the generalized characteristics of Table 2. Later, in 2021, the weakening of the restrictions, and then their
removal, did not delay the sharp increase in the indicators. An exception was freight transportation, the
size of which decreased by 8% in 2021 compared to 2020."

The volume of transported passengers and transported cargo is directly related to the revenue of the

airline industry. Air transport revenue is generated as a result of aviation and non-aviation activities; it is
estimated at the actual value of the remuneration received or receivable.

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As we can see, in 2017-2019, both total revenue and aviation revenue were characterized by fluctuating
but positive growth dynamics and the specific share of aviation revenue in the structure of total revenue
was more than 50%. In the first year of the pandemic, both indicators dropped sharply, respectively by
46.64% and 69.91%, and the specific share of aviation income became less than 30%. Although the 2021
financial reporting deadline has been halted until July 1, 2022, we think the numbers of income will be
pretty good, despite the sharp increase in passenger traffic during that period."?

100% of United Airports of Georgia (UAG) is owned by the state. The idea of its establishment
(November 1, 2010) was to unite civil airports in different forms in the country under a single “umbrella”
in terms of their harmonious and systematic development. Therefore, the union includes 3 international
and 2 domestic civil airports. In addition, UAG owns the land plots and infrastructure of the former Zugdidi
and Poti airports. However, these airports are not functioning at this stage.

The operator of Thilisi (average capacity of 3000 people/hour) and Batumi (average capacity of 600
people/hour) international airports is the Turkish company TAV Urban Georgia. Its activities are carried out
within the framework of the agreement with the state (2005-2027). It takes an average of more than 150
million GEL as profit from our country every year. The operator of the other airports is UAG.

As for the financial results of the airports, we see that the years of 2017 and 2020 ended with a loss.
The situation in 2020 is understandable based on the results of the pandemic. In 2017, the financial result
of United Airports of Georgia LLC was caused by a sharp increase in costs. As for 2018, the profit amounted
to 19.0 thousand GEL, since 56 foreign and 2 Georgian airlines operated on the Georgian air market during
this period. This was an unprecedented case after foreign companies obtained flight licenses and the
right to base at our airports. The year of 2019 also ended with profit, although its size dropped sharply by
89.095% compared to 2018, and one of the reasons for this was the sharp increase in expenses.

In the last year and a half, the entry of new airlines into the Georgian market and the issuing of licenses
to new destinations gives us hope that the situation will change for the better. An example of this is Kutaisi
David the Builder International Airport, whose new modernized terminal (capacity on average 1800
people/hour) served 72104 passengers and 241 flights in May of this year. Accordingly, the passenger flow
was restored by 111% and the number of flights by 115% compared to the indicators of the same period
of 2019.

It is also worth noting that this airport is named among the 6 best airports in Europe, in the category
of less than 4 million passengers, in terms of airport marketing and work with airlines, and has been
awarded with a certificate since 2014. The selection of the best airports is made taking into account the
effectiveness of the marketing activities carried out by the airports during the last 12 months and the
addition of new air routes. Airlines, experts in the field of aviation and specialists in the development of
air routes participate in the selection process.

Thilisi Shota Rustaveli and Batumi Alexander Kartveli international airports have been named among
the ten most improved and passenger-oriented airports of 2021 by Skytrax, the most influential and
prestigious British consulting company in the aviation field. The recognition of this organization shows that
during one year, the operation of these airports has significantly increased in terms of quality and service
improvement, the necessary infrastructure projects have also been implemented. It should be noted that
Thilisi International Airport is among the top ten airports of Eastern Europe identified by Skytrax for the
eighth year in a row, and Batumi for the first time. The airports of Budapest, Tallinn, Bucharest, Riga, Kyiv
Boryspil, Belgrade, Bratislava and Zagreb were also included in the top ten. In addition, Skytrax awarded
Thilisi International Airport with 5 stars in the safety rating against Covid-19.}

This problem is motivated and organizational in
nature. They are related to the rejection of labor changes in the organizations, incompetence,
irresponsibility, lack of initiative of the participants in the activities, unproductiveness of the
company and internal organizational conflicts. Many experts are actively discussing about the
solution to this acute, actual and urgent problem, which lies in management vision, human
resource management and other important issues related to it.

In the context of the educational standard , one of the important tasks of management is to
transform the participants into a community of actors, to be actively involved in the development
andimplementation of the new educational standard. They will be motivated to achieve a result that
will be socially and personally important for them. The article explains the fact that in educational
organizations, priority is given to personnel — oriented management, their involvement in general
organizational activities, active process of establishing their relationships, positions, worldview,
interests, ways to solve problems, motivation and focus on achieving the organization’s goal.

Introduction

A higher educational organization is an institution that has one main goal, to deepen and spread
knowledge in society, which serves to educate future leaders, to promote and support the economic,
cultural and social well-being of society. It is noteworthy factor that in higher education institutions
there was a nontransparent and obsolete management system, which was causing the weakness of
administrative means and the possibility of spreading corruption, whatever directly affected the quality of
education. However, in tendency of recent years, the methods of management and administration have
been highlighted in the educational system, as a result of the planned and implemented changes were
aimed at correcting the existing difficult situation, returning the quality and authority to the society that it
should have, which implies the deepening and dissemination of knowledge in the society.

In the modern worlds reality, the important role of the sports educational institution at the stage of
the formation and development of a democratic society, as the most important and large-scale course of
its activities, requires the return of answers to more in-depth and complex issues, which is related to the
long-term and short-term, planned and unplanned activities, impacts and results of the implementation
of the action plan based on the management and administration of the organization.

Since the assessment of the activity of sports educational organizations and monitoring the effectiveness
of implementing the institution’s strategic plan, determining the high quality and effectiveness, the
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scope of the impact and the relevance of the existing standards should become a stage of the systematic
disciplinary process. The existence of an objective evaluation and monitoring system should ensure high
public trust in the management of the organization and the activities carried out and the existence of the
system should contribute to the proper motivation and concentration of attention of all those interested
in the institution and outside it, which will make the basis for the implementation of the values and tasks,
which is the most important factor for the improvement and further development of the organization’s
activities.

Management and administration are important components of social management in deucation
organizations. However, the common trend of recent yaesrs is not fully adapted to management issues.
Ubfortunately, in many cases this comes into cobflict with the motivations and interests of staff in
educational relationships, which hinders and prevents the implementation of new standarts. The main
task of management is to ensure teamwork and efficient work of people, which will allow them to realize
their stregths and work to eliminate their weaknesses. This should be the main task of eny organization,
on the basis of wich management gains the most important factor in solving this problem.

Main text

Administration is a necessary component of managing a sports educational organization. For
development, it needs to become a co -organization of all employees, which is characterized by self-
organization, which in turn increases the efficiency of the company. In all educational organizations as
well as in sports, the most common and urgent problem is working with personnel. These problems are
precisely organizational in nature. It is caused by lack or absence of motivation, irresponsibility to work,
incompetence, organizational complications, which leads to the inefficiency of the company. The key to
solving this acute problem lies precisely in the proper functioning of management, because here we are
talking about personnel, management and administration are assigned a leading role in the organization’s
activity and its productivity.

Management is to manage of team activities of individuals, whose purpose is to achieve desired result
for the organization. The difficulty and importance of management lies in that its main function not only
the coordination of structural units and work with a common plan, but it also promotes teamwork and
joint activity of all participants in educational relations and connections. Management is a mechanism,
which coordinates joint activities. The goal of education management is to create a competent educational
organization, which are represented by pedagogical, parents and children societies, which consists of
a contingent of staff, parents and students. The aim of management helps the state to solve the tasks
assigned to educational organizations by the state.

Management and administration is an important component of social management. They do not
have different visions in the management system of sports educational organizations. Both of these
components combine efforts and manage in the same facility. To verify this, we can use examples of
solving human resource management issues, what is called personnel management in management, and
working with personnel in administration. In the case of personnel management arise circumstances such
as responsible and efficient activities , Motivation, group formation and development, organizational
culture, behavior, collective and individual competence development. Functional issues come to the first
place in administrative work, which is related to receive new personnel, their development, transfer to
another job, with dismiss, incentive models, qualification improvement, etc.

In human resource management, complex professional tasks are defined and solved, which aims to
develop personnel in the organization and they are responsible for the result of the activity. In sports
educational institutions, the object of management for administration is the functions of the organization,
which must be performed. But management organizes joint activities in management facilities, whose
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tasks are involvement, purpose, objectives, motivation, solving organizational and administrative tasks.
Motivational management includes management of educational activities, developing and implementing
a suitable and qualified educational program for each listener, norms of organizational behavior and
image, all this changes in the activity of the participants.

Motivational management has a long and difficult path in the development of sports education and
it differs from administration, where the main driving force is the demands of the performers. One of
the most difficult tasks of management is the implementation of state educational standards, because
it is defined by clear teaching emphases and detailed requirements in relation to learning outcomes in
previous programs. The current situation is characterized by uncertainty and unclear goals for the staff.
The functioning and development of the sports educational institution and the analysis of the performance
of the set goals are discussed in the practice of administration.

Goal and expectation (what goals are desired to be achieved for the organization and what main
results are expected);

Goal and presentations (what goals can be achieved for the organization and what expected results
can be represented);

Achieving a set goal, which includes aspects such as determination, hard work, persistence, skills,
abilities, and task difficulty. An important factor for motivational management is not only looking for
ways to solve the problem and assessing the competence of the participants, but ability development
considering the difficulty of previous tasks. In administration practice, along with analysis, it is necessary
to have motivational management. One of the most important tasks of motivational management is by
using determination and effort, it is ensured that the results of the activity are achieved at the desired
level.

Conclusion

Motivational management is a kind of managerial bridge, which connects the actual managerial
competence and the field of sports educational institutions and strategic development. Competent and
highly qualified organization begins by planning the right activity and developing the competence of the
staff. For motivational management, which sets the company’s development plan and goals, It is important
that in the process of doing common work, each person knows the goals of the organization. For this,
proper administration of management is required in sports educational organizations.

In the new conditions of organizational activity It is important to integrate staff effectively. The
administrative and motivational resource of the organization creates conditions for the involvement of
each employee to achieve the common goal of the organization, which means that the right hand of
company managers, administration and management — They should help each other in answering the new
challenges of the sports educational institution and solving the tasks.
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MARTIN HEIDEGGER’S BEING AND TIME

Abstract

Irrespective of irreversible civilization progress and high level of scientific-technological
development, the issue of interrelation between existence in the society and individual’s existence
became problematic and ambiguous.

Many people have considered the issue of existence in philosophy. This word implied something
original, origin of all other existing, but Martin Heidegger (1889-1979) seeks something essentially
different. Hence, he has to use the term “being” [existence] attributing a new meaning to it. His
main goal was clarification of the essence of existence. Philosophical vision of the mentioned
problem is of critical necessity for our today’s life, as reappraisal of values has caused numerous
unresolved problems to our society. The issue of responsibility for the world, whether consciously
or unconsciously, became very significant. Regarding the above, it would be interesting to look
through, one more, the points of Martin Heidegger’s “Being and Time” providing significant
findings and views with respect of the issues interesting for us.

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Irrespective of irreversible civilization progress and high level of scientific-technological development,
the issue of interrelation between existence in the society and individual’s existence became problematic
and ambiguous.

Many people have considered the issue of existence in philosophy. This word implied something original,
origin of all other existing, but Martin Heidegger (1889-1979) seeks something essentially different. Hence,
he has to use the term “being” [existence] attributing a new meaning to it. His main goal was clarification
of the essence of existence. Philosophical vision of the mentioned problem is of critical necessity for our
today’s life, as reappraisal of values has caused numerous unresolved problems to our society. The issue
of responsibility for the world, whether consciously or unconsciously, became very significant. Regarding
the above, it would be interesting to look through, one more, the points of Martin Heidegger’s “Being and
Time” providing significant findings and views with respect of the issues interesting for us.

Martin Heidegger, in his “Being and Time” characterizes exsistenz of the specific human individual,
based on the substantial confrontation between the objective and subjective worlds. In his opinion,
any individual existence is always related with some external truth (unlike the animals). The individual
possesses and comprehends “his existence”, his autonomy, character, difference from all that “is not my”.
According to Blaise Pascal (1623-1662), “Man’s greatness is in power of though. This is the thought that
makes us great and not time and space, where we are lost” (4.32). Due to this thought, “cogito” is formed,
determines self within the individual, person. Individual, existing world of the things and other people,
should comprehend the fundamental issues of his existence. Primarily that he is “thrown into the world”.
He. As such, is not determined in any wat, he has no any order and sense. Secondly, he should apprehend
that the fact of his existence, as such, the fact of existence in this universe, namely, in given time and at
given place, in given family, in given social environment, results not from the conscious choice but on the
contrary, it is “externally imposed” existence. It, with its nature, is absolutely random and “absurd”. Thirdly,
the individual should see that he exists due to himself and for himself. Fourthly: while the individual needs
the other individuals, in certain sense, he is bound to live with them (cohabitation) and collaborate with
them. In reality the situation is different: everyday relations with them is not pleasant for him, moreover,
collective life prevents from true, real existence and finally, the individual should apprehend that he is
mortal, temporal. And this temporality is not temporality of the individual only, this is temporality of “all”.
His existence will end once.

A specific individual cannot receive his/her ready sense of the things from the universe, neither that of
the events in his/her life and in the universe. He/she receives only that sense that he/she has attributed
to the world. Individual’s existence is in his/her being, namely, the only thing my existence is, is that what
exists and that what exists, determines everything (1.70-75). The fact of my existence, as such, also does
not mean for me anything different, save that | can arbitrarily explain my such being, it opens different
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ways before me, gives me numerous opportunities. And the choice | make it is up to me. Namely, | am
free and alone (1.70-75). Jean Paul Sartre (1905-1980) has made similar statements. In his view, the only
lawmaker, the only source of all values and moral assessments is a human individual only. “There was only
me: | alone decided to commit Evil; alone, | invented Good. | am the one who cheated, | am the one who
performed miracles, | am the one accusing myself today, | alone can absolve myself; me, the man” — we
read in his dialogue with “Good Lord”. In Sartre’s view, “my existence is the sufficient guarantee of god’s
inexistence and vice versa: if there exists the human, god cannot exist and if there exists god, then the
human is nothingness” (5.161); Based on the worldviews of Martin Heidegger and Jean Paul Sartre, we
can conclude: |, without others’ help, have to determine my attitude to the universe and the other people,
into which | found myself thrown and this includes the main difference between the subjects’ world and
human world.

The subjects simply “are”, as they are characterized with passiveness. There exists only human, as
active subjectiveness, whose life is the choice of opportunities. He chooses what he wants and acts so as
he wants. Individual’s substance must be opened. The he opens his self and others. The human can be
defined from the outside only as “nothingness”, “inexistence”, as he representative of nothingness. As
Dasein “existence” is not simply mundane things but it expresses existence that is mine.

Hence, in Heidegger’s opinion, the individual is simply projection of his conscious choice. And his world
—itis “meaningful nothingness”. Subjects are seen by the individual not as the objects of his “metaphysical
reflection”, but rather as the objects of his manipulations, as existence subordinated to him. Our knowledge
about the nature and all that belongs to the externals is only the result of our striving to use the subjects.

Martin Heidegger’s existentialism is undoubtedly the reaction to the human, turned into the subject,
diminishing of his role to the role of the “mole of subsurface labyrinth”. Human’s role to the mole’s one
was reduced by vulgar naturalism of behaviorism. This is the reaction to bourgeois — empiric sociology
and sociological naturalism, regarding human personality as the element of common, many-sided social
system, which is response to logical positivism. And logical positivism attempts to describe human world
by means of the categories of certain sciences. It is, also, the protest against the scientist theory of
the universe, according to which, scientific-technological revolution automatically eliminates all moral
problems of the contemporary individual (5. 166-167).

Martin Heidegger, in philosophical language, admits the mechanism of action of contemporary
civilization revealed by the sociologists and amorphization of the masses characteristic for the live of
the “mass society”, resulting from random, amorph gatherings where the real ties and rue freedom are
liguidated, difference between tastes, visions and individuals’ positions. The philosopher describes this
mechanism that “dispels in the sea of banality” the individual’s existence. Martin Heidegger shows how all
above causes moral, ideological and ethical-life collapse. How all above makes human aspirations trivial
and overall, leads the individual to disappearance and, in addition, rejection to the human values.

Martin Heidegger names the coexistence of individuals with the term “Das man” (impersonal). This
is a simple form of existence, where the individual passively accepts averageness, perpetually repeats
accustomed actions, words and gestures. Therefore, he loses his personal individuality, loses it in daily
anonymousness. He accepts this cliché form of life as “eternal”, “natural” and never questions it. On the
contrary, he feels himself peaceful and happy.

Certainly, this seeming peacefulness of the mass society, conformism, allows the individual to conceal
from himself that he is “thrown” and “alone” in this universe. Briefly, the sense of dramatism in the
individual is caused by the feeling that once, he has to leave this world, he is doomed to eternal care
and he is independent in his choice. As Heidegger wrote, the individual’s permanent attempts to escape
from the freedom, reality existing in him, though the individual can be awakened from this sleeping life
by the death of the friend, demonstrate his solitude and absurdness of existence. Then arises angst that
separates from the power of “man”, distinguishes from the others and then, our existence opens all truth
of the life.
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Both, true life and escape from the truth comprise two opportunities of the mankind, as the individual
is always able to make choice and grasp his self or, on the contrary, lose his self. Therefore, for Martin
Heidegger there are two modes of existence: 1. True existence and 2. False existence. In false existence
the individual gradually loses his fundamental consciousness. And true existence is courage to undertake
responsibility. The true individual is that, who acts not as externally determined does not make decisions
externally conditioned but rather is free in his choice and conclusions.

Only true human is free, in full sense of this word, as he knows that he is alone and is doomed to
death, he is free, as he is not subject to the influence of impersonal, he does not think about externally
imposed categories. He clearly understands that his steps express only his self and nothing more, that true
relationships with the others is impossible in his daily life and only coexistence is possible.

Certainly, Martin Heidegger clearly understands that an individual needs the other ones for his
biological existence. An individual desires to relate with the other one in some aspect, desire co-existence
but the basis of his actions and desires is egoism, satisfaction of his self. And the purpose of the individuals’
associations is to use the individuals for satisfaction of their aspirations as well. Each of them regards the
other as the means, rather than as the purpose. As the author asserts, true relationship is impossible,
only coexistence is possible. The examples of true collaboration, love and self-dedication are very rare
and existed only in certain cases (natural disasters, family or personal tragedies). If an individual desires to
live the true life, he should escape the “mass” that is similar to the human collective. An individual should
maintain the kind of true life.

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A STUDY OF AGGRESSION AND TYPOLOGY
Abstract

The article refers to study the forms, vectors and intensity of aggression in a typological context.
In order to search typology we consumed the typology of extroversion-introversion theoretically
considered by K. Jung and experimentally processed by H. Eysenck. Introversion-extroversion is
a continuum where each person is located on the specific point of the scale. There are 7 groups
allocated on the scale: typical extrovert, strong extrovert, weak extrovert, mixed type, weak
introvert, strong introvert, typical introvert.

In order to study aggression we consumed Buss and Dark searching instrument which studies
different forms, intensity and vectors of aggression. Among 8 forms of aggression hetero-aggression
forms are the following: physical, indirect, verbal aggression and negativism, auto-aggression
forms are: irritation, resentment, jealousy and guilt feeling.

According to our interest, the hypothesis of our research is the following: extrovert is pronounced
outdoor-oriented type, he/she may be characterized with out-directed (hetero) aggression and
the aggression vector of an introvert, which is an inside-oriented type, may be directed inside
(auto-aggression).

The results of our research partly justify the following hypothesis. All forms of hetero-aggression
is characteristic of extraversion: physical, indirect, verbal aggression and negativism. T-test and
dispersion analysis revealed the difference between the types. Correlation analysis also showed
the following tendency.

Although the auto-aggression forms irritation and guilt feeling are characteristic of introversion,
we received statistically important difference only in one group between the types according to
irritation in introverts. The difference was not important for guilt feeling. The high level of guilt
feeling is characteristic for both types.

Introduction

A study of personal holistic nature is first of all connected to the understanding of typology. Among
the various typologies we will outline the typology of extroversion-introversion by Swiss psychologist K.
Jung. It has everyday, practical use to solve the issues of psychodiagnostics, psychotherapy, professional
selection.

Among the number of studies according to the mentioned typology, we want to add novelty and
to study the state of neuroticism of the types: we want to search the forms, vectors and intensity of
aggression in a typological context.

Aggression problem is demonstrated in each case of mental disorder, so when we talk about
neurotization of types, its role in this case will be special.

To search the mentioned issue has important practical and scientific value, as it gives a new information
about types. For example, psychotherapy practice shows that introverts visit to psychotherapy center
more often than extroverts. As if their level of neuroticism is higher than extroverts? This fact may be
depended on the characteristics of types. It seems that extroverts are better able to divert attention and
to relieve themselves emotionally with their expression and active communication than introverts. These
last ones are oriented on their own world, are directed inside, so they will not be able to divert attention
to other people and environment to express emotions so well as extroverts. The probability of hetero-
aggression in extroverts and auto-aggression in introverts should create the source for introverts that
neuroticism might be rather disturbing for them.

The main part

Swiss psychologist K. Jung introduced the concepts of introversion-extroversion. English psychologist
H. Eysenck, as the result of his experimental work, identified 3 polar characteristics inherent in humans,
which were allocated on three scales: extroversion-introversion, neuroticism-stability and psychoticism-
strong superego. According to the following each person is located on the specific point of each three
continuums.

According to this point of view, people are either introverts or extroverts. The first group members are
directed out, to the objective world and tend to be restless, aggressive, impulsive, optimistic, excitable,
active, open-hearted, funny, talkative, carefree, leader, etc.

Introverts are on opposite pole. They are directed inside to their own spiritual world and are
characterized by such qualities as calmness, tranquility, sadness, pessimism, self-restraint, passiveness,
reservedness, boredom, silence, etc. [Merabishvili, 1998:149]

The unhealthy, violent actions of a concrete human being or the whole society are determined by
aggression. Aggressive is a maniac behavior for whom killing women is a hobby, but the behavior of
the football player fighting for the ball, energetic businessman and mathematician are also considered
aggressive. [Merabishvili 1, Merabishvili 2, 2021:118] According to the following, literature talks about
constructive and destructive aggression. According to the forms of behavior and openness they distinguish:
physical-verbal, active-passive, direct-indirect aggression (Buss, 1961). From the point of view of achieving
the goals, instrumental and hostile aggression are distinguished (Baron & Richardson). Depending on the
reasons, reactive and proactive aggression are released (Dodge, Coie, 1987). As for vectoral directions
hetero- and auto-aggression forms are distinguished (Ilin, 2014:18-22)

It is interesting that aggression as a feature is given in the description of extroversion characteristic,
while it is said nothing at this point about introversion. It is important to talk about the aggression shown
in two forms: outside and inside directed aggression (hetero- and auto-aggression). It does not mean that
we only have aggression by the time when it is expressed and visible, it may not be visible externally, the
vector may be directed inside and manifested in fears, obsessive actions, psychosomatic complaints, etc.
Introvert’s characteristics, steadiness and balance in appearance, do not necessarily mean that he is free
of aggression.

Based on the mentioned interest, we outlined our research hypothesis: as extrovert is expressed, out-
oriented type, he may be characterized with out-directed (hetero) aggression and the aggression vector of
introvert, as he is the inside-oriented type, may be directed inside (auto-aggression).

We used the following proven and standardized research tools of quantitative research as search
methods:

1. Eysenck Personality Questionnaire (EPQ) — studies extroversion-introversion and neuroticism-
stability levels; Eysenck questionnaire adaptation-standardization (Arutinova L.; Grigolava A.)
[Theses, 1999:9]
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2. Buss and Dark Aggression Research Test — studies the level, intensity and vectors of
aggression; Buss and Dark questionnaire adaptation-standardization (Arutinova L.; Grigolava
A.) [Theses, 1999:6]

The description and processing of the research
260 adults, practically healthy respondents of different ages and sexes took part in our
research.

The above-mentioned table shows the distribution of averages of all seven level types according to all
parameters and shows reliable differences between typical extrovert-introvert, strong extrovert-introvert
and weak extrovert-introvert by t-test and dispersion analysis.

The data shows that we have reliable differences between typical introverts and extroverts obtained by
t-test in terms of physical and verbal aggression. The obtained data partially justify the hypothesis of our
study that hetero-aggression forms are more typical for extroverts compared to introverts.

Reliable statistical differences between strong introverts and extroverts were confirmed in terms of
indirect aggression, negativism and verbal aggression. With these characteristics, our hypothesis was
again partially confirmed. Indirect aggression, negativism, and verbal aggression are the forms of hetero-
aggression that are more pronounced and higher in extroverts than in introverts.

We obtained reliable statistical differences between weakly expressed introverts and extroverts with
t-test in relation to verbal aggression.

In addition to the results of the above-mentioned table, we also investigated internal groups and
obtained the following data: between typical introverts and strongly expressed extroverts, there is a
significant difference by t-test with respect to verbal aggression data.

Differences between a typical introvert and a weak extrovert are found in terms of physical and verbal
aggression.

Strong introverts and typical extroverts are distinguished by physical, verbal aggression and negativism
in favor of extroversion.

Between strongly expressed introverts and weakly expressed extroverts, we can emphasize high verbal
aggression in favor of extroverts.

We also have reliable differences between weak introverts and typical extroverts according to the
following parameters: physical aggression, negativism, verbal aggression, hetero-aggression on the side
of extraversion.

There is a similar trend in the groups between weakly expressed introverts and strongly expressed
extroverts. T-test showed a significant difference between the forms of hetero-aggression: physical
aggression, negativism, verbal aggression. In this group, the indicators of irritation are noteworthy:
introverts have a higher level of irritation than extroverts, and this difference is statistically reliable. This
factor partially justifies our hypothesis, where we talked about more pronounced forms of auto-aggression
with introverts. However, research has not confirmed this trend in general. Neither dispersive analysis nor
correlation analysis showed us that introverts are more characterized by the forms of auto-aggression,
such as: irritation, resentment, jealousy, guilt feeling.

It is worth noting that we got an interesting result from the point of view of the guilt feeling. Guilt
feeling is a form of auto-aggression. We distinguished 3 levels on the mentioned scale and 73.5% of
the subjects showed a high level of guilt feeling. The mentioned result is significantly higher than the
normative indicator of the parameter (3.8 - between low and medium levels) (D. Uznadze Institute of
Psychology; Buss and Dark Aggression Research Questionnaire Adaptation-Standardization (Arutinova
L; Grigolava A.)). [Theses, 1999:6] As we can see, after the 90s, the level of guilt feeling in our society
has increased significantly. However, it should also be noted that according to our research, the level of
increased guilt feeling was characteristic not only for introverts, but also for extroverts. No statistically
significant difference was found between them by t-test and dispersive analysis.

Dispersion and correlation analysis clearly confirmed the first part of our hypothesis, the characteristics
of hetero-aggression for extroverts: physical aggression, indirect aggression, negativism, verbal aggression.
Correlational analysis shows that extroversion is positively correlated with physical, indirect, verbal
aggression and negativism, that is, the higher the level of extroversion, the higher all forms of hetero-
aggression. However, it does not show a negative correlation with the forms of auto-aggression. Also,
the dispersive analysis on the extroversion-introversion scales revealed reliable statistical differences on
the same characteristics: there is a significant difference between extroverts and introverts in terms of
physical aggression, negativism, and verbal aggression.

It will be interesting to talk about the forms of auto-aggression, except for the group mentioned above,
why there were no trending reliable differences in terms of auto-aggression between extroverts and
introverts? It should be noted that in terms of forms of auto-aggression, both extroverts and introverts
have mostly medium and high intensity, high level of guilt feeling, medium level of resentment, mostly
medium level of irritation and jealousy. It should be noted that in conditions of neurotic symptoms,
aggression is a common expression in all cases. Correlational analysis in our study also confirmed that
neuroticism among the forms of aggression is positively correlated with physical, indirect aggression,
irritation, resentment, jealousy, verbal aggression and guilt feelings, in fact with all forms of aggression.
According to the research data, the average level of neuroticism gives us the medium and high-level
forms of aggression according to all parameters in the types. Therefore, the forms of auto-aggression with
extroverts are approximately at the level of aggression of introverts, mostly of medium and high intensity,
although extroverts are easily able to move from the inside to the outside, the vector of aggression shifts
more easily from auto-aggression to hetero-aggression, while the forms of aggression with introverts do
not change with significant intensity and interval. To substantiate this fact, we will quote G. Merabishvili’s
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research on extroverts and introverts, which was carried out to study the dynamic and static attitudes of
the mentioned types in a specific social environment.

At the beginning of the experiment, sentences expressing funny and sad actions were selected and
grouped. Respondents had to allocate possible bipolar actions on a seven-point scale, by which they would
evaluate their own behavior in a given social situation. The instruction was as follows: “Imagine that you
are in a fun company (wedding, birthday, party, etc.) and rate your level of behavior in similar situations.”
The experiment showed a significant difference between the ratings of extroverts and introverts. Introverts
got 5.6 points, extroverts - 2.7. The same scale was used to study role behavior, where the typological
character was again confirmed. During the experiment, introverts and extroverts were put in opposite
situations and forced to adopt these roles. The instruction was as follows: “Imagine that you are in a certain
group. If you want to stay there, you will be forced to act against your will. As much as you can, choose
the appropriate quality of action”. In this study, typology was shown to be a strong determining factor. As
a result, introverts and extroverts showed more behaviors corresponding to their type in inappropriate
situations. However, it should be noted that relatively significant dynamism was shown by extroverts in
the role of introverts, their degree of departure between their natural behavior and introverted behavior
was higher than that of introverts, and this difference was found to be statistically reliable. Therefore, the
types generally show an unchanging, stable nature, although in extroversion we find more of a dynamic
attitude, the behavior changes in the opposite direction with more intervals. [Merabishvili, 1990:175]

For more visibility, we cite another study where types showed their attitudes towards medicine
and doctors. Using the interval method, the scale offered 4 “reassuring statements” that expressed an
authority’s opinion about medicine (e.g., “According to the latest data from UNESCO...”). This information
contained conflicting positions. Depending on which positions the respondents chose, they were then
given information that contradicted their position. Finally, the respondents had to evaluate the statements
again. It was interesting to see what positions the types would choose and how much they would change
their position after exposure. The study found that extroverts had a more positive attitude toward medicine
and doctors than introverts, and after the exposure, extroverts remained positive and introverts remained
negative, although the interval with which they changed positions was higher with extroverts than with
introverts. [Merabishvili, 1990:176]

Therefore, extroverts are more dynamic and can change their behavior or attitude in a specific situation
or towards a specific event with more intensity. The same can be said about the directions of aggression.
Due to greater dynamism, extroverts are more easily able to change the vector of aggression, from auto-
aggression to hetero-aggression and vice versa, while forms of aggression with introverts do not change
with significant intensity and intervals.

As we saw the general trend from the t-tests, we can also confirm with the common dispersive
analysis that the ratio of extroversion-introversion types gives us reliable statistical differences in terms
of physical aggression, negativism and verbal aggression parameters. As we mentioned in the theoretical
part, extroverts are directed to the outside, objective world, they are characterized by easy excitability and
expressiveness. They are characterized by a strict social and political position. As leaders, they are often
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autocrats and despots. Introverts are types directed inside, towards their own world and are characterized
by: quietness, restraint, passivity. These factors lead to statistically significantly higher expressive, hetero-
aggression forms among extroverts.

In discussing the results of the t-test and dispersive analysis, we have already discussed the factors that
determine the trend expressed in this table. Extroversion is characterized by a growing tendency in terms
of forms of external vector aggression. Extroversion is positively correlated with the forms of hetero-
aggression (physical, indirect, verbal aggression and negativism), the higher the level of extroversion, the
more the intensity of hetero-aggression increases.

conclusion

Therefore, the study of aggression in relation to the typology partially justifies our hypothesis.
Extroversion is prone to all forms of hetero-aggression: physical, indirect, verbal aggression and negativism.
The difference according to the types was determined by t-test and dispersive analysis, and the mentioned
trend was also clearly seen by correlation analysis.

As for introversion, even though the following forms of auto-aggression are leading for introverts:
irritation and guilt feeling, with the t-test between the types, only in one group we got a statistically
significant difference in terms of irritation on the side of introverts, but not according to the feeling of guilt.
It was found that the guilt feeling is generally high for both types in relation to the normative indicator.

The mentioned research can have an effective use in psychodiagnostics and psychotherapy, because
specialists will have specific expectations while working on the problems of aggression with types.

The research can also be used in solving issues of professional selection. Since extroverts are more
expressive and dynamic, and introverts are hardly excited and static types, we may have specific ideas
about their activities, according to success-failure in a particular job, and the suitability of any activity for
them.
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
